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2. The Working Party asked the Technical Committee to adopt the Test
Guidelines for Asparagus exceptionally without the indication of example
varieties, as it would not be possible, at the present state, to indicate
sufficient example varieties. The adoption of the document would, however, at
least harmonize the characteristics used, especially in view of a study of the
varieties at present in trials for EEC purposes.

3. Due to the late date of the sessions of the Technical Working Parties for
Fruit Crops and for Ornamental Plants and Forest Trees, the draft Test
Guidelines for fruit and ornamental species are presented to the Technical
Committee in the form as distributed to the professional organizations for
comments or as presented again to the Working Parties. Changes made by the
Technical Working Parties to these documents will have to be reported orally
to the Technical Committee or will be presented in new documents in
handwritten form.
