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Document prepared by an expert from the European Union

1.  The Technical Working Party for Vegetables (TWV), at its forty-fourth session, held in
Veliko Tarnovo, Bulgaria, from July 5 to 9, 2010, agreed that it would be of great interest to
receive a presentation by an expert of the Community Plant Variety Office (CPVO) of the
European Union on the CPVO e-filing system at the forty-fifth session of the TWV.

2.  The expert from the European Union agreed to make a presentation in relation to
Electronic application systems, in particular that covered by Proposal 2 “Use of information
provided in an electronic version of the UPOV Model Application Form and Model
UPOV TQ”.

3. The CPVO has offered the possibility to make electronic applications to its applicants
since March 2010. However, this is only possible for varieties of species for which an
electronic technical questionnaire (e-TQ) has been created by the CPVO, and only in English.
The application form and technical questionnaire are based upon the UPOV models, although
modified to take into account specific aspects of the EU legislation on Community plant
variety rights. Since then, the CPVO has steadily increased the number of e-TQs available to
applicants based upon the relative importance of that species in the Community rights system
(calculated by number of applications). So far, over 60 e-TQs are available, including those
for the top 10 vegetable species, and many more will be put on line by the end of the year.
The specific e-TQs so far provide coverage for about 80% of applications filed with the
CPVO to date. Since e-filing became possible as from March 2010, the number of such
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e-applications has steadily increased, although there are differences in each crop sector, as is

illustrated below:

Crop Sector | e-applications since March | % e-application in relation to total
2010 applications

Agriculture 63 6%

Vegetable 144 25%

Onamental 415 20%

Fruit 6 3%

TOTAL 628 16%

4.  The CPVO is currently working with member States of the European Union in order to
eventually make this system or its template available to them for their national plant breeders

rights and national listing systems.

If the system subsequently works well, the CPVO

contemplates sharing this technology in the future with other interested members of UPOV.
